Public notice is hereby given that the City of La Puente, as AGENCY, invites sealed bids for the above-stated project and will receive such bids in the office of the City Clerk public counter in the City Hall, 15900 East Main Street, La Puente, California 91744, up to the hour of 11:00 a.m. on Tuesday, February 7, 2012, at which time they will be publicly opened.

Copies of the Plans, Specifications, and Contract Documents are available in the offices of the City Clerk at City Hall, 15900 East Main Street, La Puente, California 91744, upon payment of a $20 nonrefundable fee for each set of contract documents, if picked up, or payment of a $25 nonrefundable fee for each set of contract documents, if mailed.  Address all correspondence to the attention of the City Clerk's office.

Any contract entered into pursuant to this Notice will incorporate the provisions of the State Labor Code.  Pursuant to the provisions of Section 1773.2 of the Labor Code of the State of California, the minimum prevailing rate of per diem wages for each craft, classification, or type of workman needed to execute the contract shall be those determined by the Director of Industrial Relations of the State of California, which are on file at the City Hall, City of La Puente and are available to any interested party on request.

A mandatory pre-bid meeting will be held on Wednesday, January 25, 2012, at 11:00 a.m., in the Council Chambers at City of La Puente City Hall, 15900 East Main Street, La Puente, California. All prime Contractors are required to have a representative attend and sign in at the pre-bid meeting. This meeting is to inform bidders of project requirements and subcontractors of subcontracting and material supply opportunities.  Failure to comply with this attendance and sign-in requirement will result in the Bidder’s proposal being found non-responsive to the required bid procedures.
Pursuant to Federal law, AGENCY is implementing new Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) requirements for Underutilized Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (UDBEs).  The UDBE requirements are covered in the Specifications in subsection 2-1.02, "Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE)," of Section 2, "Proposal Requirements and Conditions," and in subsection 5-1.5, "Performance of Subcontractors,” of Section 5, "General.”

The UDBE contract goal for this project is 8.75%.

This project is subject to state contract nondiscrimination and compliance requirements pursuant to Government Code Section 12990.  AGENCY affirms that in any contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, DBEs will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation.

AGENCY is implementing new contract requirements for the submittal of Monthly Employment Report forms.  Requirements are covered in the Specifications in subsection 5-1.10, "Monthly Employment Report (American Recovery and Reinvestment Act)" of Section 5, “General.”

Pursuant to Section 1773 of the Labor Code, the State prevailing wage rates for this project have been determined by the Director of the California Department of Industrial Relations (DIR) and are online at http://www.dir.ca.gov/DLSR/PWD but not printed in the Specifications.  The Federal prevailing wage rates for this project are set forth on the Department of Labor website: http://www.wdol.gov/wdol/scafiles/davisbacon/ca33.dvb but are not printed in the Specifications.  If there is a conflict between State and Federal wage rates, the higher of the two will prevail.  Lower State wage rates for work classifications not specifically listed in the Federal wage decision are not acceptable.

The U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) provides a toll-free hotline service to report bid rigging, bidder collusion, or other fraudulent activities.  The hotline is available Mondays through Fridays between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. eastern time, at (800) 424-9071.  The hotline is part of the DOT’s continuing effort to identify and investigate highway construction contract fraud and abuse and is operated under the direction of the DOT Inspector General.  All information will be treated confidentially, and caller anonymity will be respected.

Conflict of Interest: in the procurement of supplies, equipment, construction, and services by sub-recipients, the conflict of interest provisions in 24 CFR 85.36, OMB Circular A-110, and 24 CFR 570.611 shall apply.  No employee, officer, or agent of the sub-recipient shall participate in the selection, award, or administration of a contract supported by federal funds if a conflict of interest, real or apparent, would be involved.

This project is subject to the “Buy America” provisions of the Surface Transportation Assistance Act of 1982 as amended by the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991.
Attention is directed to the provisions of Section 1777.5 (Chapter 1411, Statutes of 1968) and 1777.6 of the Labor Code concerning the employment of apprentices by the Contractor or any such subcontractor under him.  Affirmative action to ensure against discrimination in employment practices on the basis of race, color, national origin, ancestry, sex, religion, or handicap will also be required.

The AGENCY will deduct a 10-percent retention from all progress payments as specified in Section 9-3.2 of these Specifications.  The Contractor may substitute an escrow holder surety of equal value to the retention.  The Contractor shall be beneficial owner of the surety and shall receive any interest thereon.

The AGENCY hereby affirmatively ensures that minority business enterprises will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids in response to this notice and will not be discriminated against on the basis of race, color, national origin, ancestry, sex, religion, or handicap in any consideration leading to the award of contract.  

In entering into a public works contract or a subcontract to supply goods, services, or materials pursuant to a public works contract, the Contractor, or subcontractor offers and agrees to assign to the awarding body all rights, title, and interest in and to all cases of action it may have under Section 4 of the Clayton Act (15 U.S.C. Section 15) or under the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 [commencing with Section 16700] of Part 2 of Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from purchases of goods, services, or materials pursuant to the public works contract or the subcontract.  This assignment shall be made and become effective at the time the awarding body tenders final payment to the Contractor without further acknowledgment by the parties.

Bids must be prepared on the approved proposal forms in conformance with the Instructions to Bidders and submitted in a sealed envelope plainly marked on the outside.

The bid must be accompanied by a certified or cashier's check or by bidder's bond issued an "admitted surety insurer," made payable to the AGENCY for an amount not less than 10 percent of the amount bid.

The successful bidder shall be licensed in accordance with provisions of the Business and Professions Code and shall possess a State Contractor's License, Class A at the time this contract is awarded.  The successful Contractor and his subcontractors will be required to possess business licenses from the AGENCY.

The AGENCY reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to waive any irregularity, and to take all bids under advisement for a period of 30 days.
